MINUTES

Call to Order

Jay Chopp, President, called the meeting to order at 6:07 p.m. 

Approval of Minutes

Carol moved to adopt the March 8, 2011 minutes as written.  Jacque seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

Approval of Agenda

The agenda was accepted as written. The motion passed unanimously.

Band Director’s Report – Levi Cambridge reported:

*Disneyland:  the Desert Inn Suites hotel is booked, the park has accepted the band to play, transportation is being taken care of.  Two vans are reserved.  An itinerary will be sent out soon.

*Coffee sales:  Mr. C reminded the kids to turn their order forms in Wednesday.

*Less than 30 kids wanted to go to the Heritage Festival and the instrumentation was not acceptable.  That may have had an impact on the fundraiser sales.

*ATOMS:  the kids are preparing their music.  Mr. C needs to have more discussion about timing of performances and any other responsibilities he needs to take care of (such as serving the best seat in the house table).  Food will be available for the kids at 3:00, after which they will dress.  They may also purchase box meals.

*Spring Concert: Tuesday, May 17.  We will need roses for the seniors.  Levi will get us the final numbers.  The sound set up still needs to be arranged, but otherwise things are pretty set.

*April 29 there will be a bus for the kids to go see a concert (that Mr. C will be performing in).  Information will come out soon.  They will leave about 4:00 pm and it is an evening concert (downtown Sacramento)

Leadership camp:  Discussion about whether it should be in June or right before band camp in August.  Perhaps two one-hour pieces before school is out, still a day in June, do a quick refresher August 1 in the morning, then start band camp.  Mr. C will find out who is interested and committed and we’ll make a final determination in May.

*Band activity on May 7:  Lotus Park – spend an afternoon from 1-5ish.  Play ultimate Frisbee, water balloons.  Then make it a luau!  Add Hawaiian shirts, etc.  then maybe do a talent show just for fun – gong show type thing (the trumpets can hula for us!  Go!)  The only concern is keeping the kids out of the water because the flow is so high and dangerous right now.  Let’s try to get the picnic area!  We can do food prep in one of the buildings.  Cost?  What do we want to provide food-wise?  The Band Aides will provide meat, buns, condiments, and drinks.  Everyone else will sign up for potluck salads, desserts.  *Brynn brought up the concern that there are three weekends in a row scheduled (car wash, lotus park, ATOMS).  Jay proposed moving the carwash to September.  Agreed.  Ady will check with Hagen to reschedule.  George will call Lotus Park to reserve.  The band will pay for parking.  Is there any group rate?  Jacque will check on how to pay for parking in the easiest way possible.

Old Business

*ATOMS:  ticket packets need to be compiled.  Everyone is pitching in to put them together!  The tickets are not ready yet, but everything else can get put together.

*Have a booth at Open House to sell ATOMS tickets, sell off the extra candy.  Open House is the 14th of April, starting at 6:30.  Table should be set up at 6:00, finishing at 8:00.  Jay will check where we can set up and will make sure we can sell the candy and waters.  We will need the tickets, the sign (posterboard) and some sort of money holder (cash box).

*There are questions about the tuxes for ATOMS if they will be used for Chicago.  We don’t have enough to have the band kids and actors all have their own and kids that are in both band and Chicago to have doubles.  Jay will clarify with Mr. C. 

*Split the pot for the spring concert.
